his year has changed us. The new

circumstances have made us all
realize the value of the simplest things
often taken for granted, things like human
contact, presence, touch or awareness
that even on our own we are always
connected in a variety of ways.
This year has also changed the theatre.
One would have thought that the new
theatre is better prepared for change and
new, unexpected ground rules, but this
has been an impact test both for theatre
as a collective art and for many ideas that
had so far reached us only from the stage
or in safe laboratory conditions.
In our 26th year of existence, we want to
speak clearly about the uncertainty in
the various fields of ideas — artistic and
social, personal and shared, ecological
and biological. We want to build the
festival's program even more closely with
the spectator, getting strangers to meet,
exchange ideas and words, experience
other people’s labour, live another’s life
and find the trust in each other in order
to help ourselves. We want to imagine
together a future and a society where
we notice, value each other and where
collective joy is always present and alive.
The festival will take place not only
in Riga this year, but we will also try
to cover other regions of Latvia. We
hope to bring in collaborative art-
making to communities for whom
contemporary theatre has been little

known and inaccessible. Also, in the

new composition of our team, we will
continue researching the cognitive
process at international level and
implementing bold and risky ideas, while
producing works by local artists. As usual,
the festival will continue to collaborate
with space and the city in all its diversity,
taking place not only in theatres and
cultural venues, but also in public outdoor
space, urban landscape and nature,
bringing the audience to places we do
not usually gather and reflecting upon the
collective experience as such.

These are values and practices that
contemporary theatre and Homo Novus
festival have always sought to bring to
the fore, but this year in particular we
want to state that individual experience
is not enough. We must look ahead and
continue to cause unrest, to address, to
open, to hurt, to heal each other and take
steps in unknown territories together.

We want the festival to become a
meeting of these different ideas and
expectations in the city and beyond

as a confirmation of our common

growth. There are things that cannot be
experienced individually.

Guci fabrika is
an investigative durational performative exercise, a
joke, an unproductive production chain, a poor gift
shop, a performative party where we investigate how
to build a fabrika that can become an alternative
production space with other working conditions

and that can generate a product without apparent
commercial value. It seeks to reflect on concepts
such as value, cost and labor conditions in a system
of mass production, and also proposes to investigate
barter or exchanges instead of the use of money.
The invitation is to be part of this exercise where
production, materials and labor routines will be put in
check, in search of understanding how to transform
the vision associated with the product, value and
collective participation.

Cote Jafia Zufiiga is a visual artist, performer and
cultural manager from Chile. She has developed
guidelines for performance and artistic happenings
linked with collective projects focused on

citizen participation and research of engagement
methodologies in specific communities. Her work
developed in the past 5 years is framed in the
collective creation and resignification of concepts.

With
this work she continues her artistic research started
at Helsinki International Artist Programme where
she explored local spatial configurations and spatial
restrictions related to the concepts of periphery
and the center, planning and scale, ambiguity and
particularity. At Vidzemes Market Pavlovska works
towards a 1:1scale model, combining elements and
tools from theatre and cinema to create a moment of
togetherness, a pause, a play. The situation inquires
what constitutes the real, and what the desirable?
Latvian artist, builder, and scenographer Liene
Pavlovska is often using theatrical modes of
expression in the context of visual art. Her work
begins with the interest in socio-economic models
and collective desires resulting from them, as well
as how they determine the living space of humans
and other beings. Her works manifest as immersive
multimedia installations built around the role of the
spectator and actor and the blurred boundaries
between them. She has studied at Art Academy of
Latvia Department of scenography and Sandberg
Institute Studio for Immediate Spaces. In 2019, she
worked towards her first solo show Close Your Eyes
and Smile (Kim?, Riga). In 2020, she was a resident at
Helsinki International Artist Programme and Nida Art
Colony Residency Programme.

In the Name of Love is an artistic work co-created
with a local group of Latvian people who identify as
LGBTQAI+and who have lived a queer life in Riga
during different political eras. The process of making
the work is an investigation into how LGBTQAI+
people experience private moments in public space
and how these experiences can be transformed

into a performative situation of taking ownership of
one’s own image. In the Name of Love invites you

to experience a transit from safe distance to close
proximity with strangers over a course of 4 days in
several locations in Riga.

Katrina Daka (LV) is an artist with a background

in creative producing and dramaturgical thinking.

As of 2020, she is pursuing a Master’s degree in
Performance Practices at the ArtEZ University of Arts
(NL). Katrina is intrigued by the notions of queerness,
togetherness and radical intimacy and she is
interested in understanding how to evoke them in
post-soviet societies.

Barbara Lehtna (EST) has worked as a performance
maker for more than six years. Barbara acquired a
Master’s degree in Performance Practices from ArtEZ
University of Arts (NL) in 2021 where she researched
such topics as ethics, agency, and queerness in
participatory performance. Barbara is interested in
mixing different genres of performance in order to
evoke change in her surroundings.

Pole has always been intrigued by the unknown
territories between art disciplines. Therefore, she has
accomplished MA studies in Contemporary Physical
Performance Making at the Estonian Academy of
Music and Theatre, which served as a new platform
for analysing the potential of strategies for different
artistic expressions.

What is the stupidest thing you've ever done in your
life? Do you really regret it? The title Sex, Drugs and
Criminality may sound more provocative than the
performance itself. It features a small panel of teens
over the age of sixteen who interview a group of adult
cultural luminaries, politicians, artists and scandalous
celebrities about their juvenile mischief and
wrongdoings in front of a live audience. The teens
can ask any type of question and those questioned
can refuse to answer. Meanwhile, the audience can
follow a very frank and heartfelt conversation, which
allows us to believe that the gap that separates the
different generations can sometimes be bridged.
Founded in 1993, the Toronto-based artists’
association Mammalian Diving Reflex is named
after a reflex found in mammals, which increases
the chances of survival when we're plunged into a
cold water; metaphor for surviving difficult times.
The collective makes one-off events, site-specific
experiences and community happenings that

bring young people and adults together as well as
individuals from places, societies and age groups,
dismantling the barriers which exist within the social
sphere. Mammalians are most known for their
projects where children are allowed to be DJ’s and
hairdressers, making strangers slow dance with each
other, or sharing drinks with octogenarians while
discussing various positions on sex. Last time they
visited Latvia with the Nightwalks with Teenagers
in 2015.

The word “diorama” often refers to a three-
dimensional model of a landscape, such as displayed
in museums of natural history. In the French diorama
theatre, invented by Louis Daguerre in 1822, the
audience were sat watching big landscape paintings
transform through skillfully manipulated light, sound
effects and live performers. In her performance
series Diorama, contemporary Norwegian artist

Ingri Fiksdal uses choreography as a special effect
or lens to change the way we perceive the world.
Her performances reflect on the passing of time, on
the slow change in landscape, and scenography as
an ecological practice of bodies both human and
non-human. The music is composed by Norwegian
musician Jenny Hval and noise artist Lasse Marhaug,
and shifts from a drone-like echo, to a punctured,
industrial noise, to indecipherable whispering voices
drifting into the landscape.

Ingri Midgard Fiksdal is a choreographer and
performer based in Oslo, working in a variety of
formats, from theater and dance to interdisciplinary
experiments where the audience becomes an
important part of the atmospheric visual and audible
landscape.

Among them a polyamorist, a
football-mad teenage girl, a notary specialized in
matrimonial contracts, a sex assistant for people
with disabilities. Their relationships with love are
radically different, but everyone attempts to find his
or her place in the city’s cosmopolitan nature. Rispoli
and her two collaborators reconstruct this unlikely
encounter in a venue usually reserved for an in-crowd.
Members of the audience are invited to lend their
voices to other people’s words and play them.

Anna Rispoli is an Italian artist living in Brussels. She
works on the border between artistic creation

and activism, to explore the triangulation between
humans-cities-identities, as well as the possibilities
to affectively appropriate public spaces. In her works
Rispoli often reflects on intimacy and eroticism

as political and civic factors, often unrecognized

as such, and she is also part of the prototypical
economic solidarity project Common Wallet, which
pursues the concept of “polyamorous relationship
with money”.

Working
quickly in an intensive laboratory of experimental
dance, improvised performance, heart sharing, and
political discussion, Not Yet will be a brief “moment”
that fucks with the norms of time, capital, power, and
imagination.

Dance artist Keith Hennessy has been crafting
performances since the early 80s. He stages his
work in theaters, beaches and protests, fusing
performance art with community activism while
softening the barrier between audience and
performer. Hennesy’s performances prioritize
collaboration and improvisation, combining dance,
text, creative risk, and visual imagery, and they
frequently address issues of racial capitalism, sexual
healing, and political injustice.

The Art of Futuring is born from a desire to sharpen
our appetite for alternate possibilities and our
competence to imagine them. The participants of the
futurology training camp will equip their imagination
with concrete tools and invent new ones, so that they
can share them with others. The artists want to learn
how to train the muscle of speculative imagination,
and to rediscover the plasticity of reality. Through a
pre-enactment or an experimental situation set up in
real life, futurologists will learn how to imagine new
societies.

“Participants don't take on the role of a character,

but simply place themselves in this un-familiar (and
sometimes uncomfortable) scenario and observe
what happens. A pre-enactment is an up-close-
and-personal, embodied form of futuring. It reveals
behaviours, intuitions, emotions and collective
patterns that are likely to be overlooked in purely
cerebral or theoretical methods. These pre-
enactments interest us as they blur the line between
performance and real life, and between dream and
reality. They interest us as prototyping experiences,
and as preparatory acts for transformation.”

Etchells’ neon pieces often draw on his broader
fascinations as an artist, writer and performance
maker, exploring contradictory aspects of

language - the speed, clarity and vividness with
which it communicates narrative, image and ideas,
and at the same time its amazing propensity to
create a rich field of uncertainty and ambiguity.
Through simple phrases spelt out in neon and other
media, Etchells strives to create miniature narratives,
moments of confusion, awkwardness, reflection

and intimacy in various public settings. As often in
Etchells’ work, in the neons the missing parts of the
picture are as important as the elements that are
present. Invoking a story, or projecting an idea out-of-
context, the work invites us in, but into what exactly
we can't be sure.

The neon signs in Riga are created by Etchells and four
local artists (Inta Balode, Santa Remere, Janis Balodis,
Kirils Ecis) who participated in his workshop in June.
One work by Tim Etchells dedicated to Riga has been
made in collaboration with the festival's former long-
term artistic director Gundega Laivina. By the end of
October, all neon signs will be located in 5 different
places in Riga, and afterwards four of them will travel
to other Latvian cities.

The Journey is a week-long hiking workshop
through the Latvian countryside. While walking,

we are introduced to multispecies perspectives
and politics by live streamed lectures, podcasts
and other materials by international scholars and
practitioners who become our travel guides and
remote co-travelers. Shifts between listening and
learning, walking and experiencing prompt us to re-
learn our relations to the more than human world and
ourselves.

The questions we approach by walking and sensing
concern, among others: how do forests sense? What
kinds of footprints do we leave behind? What can a
river teach us? How can we open up to interspecies
sensuality? How to channel an inner transformation
into creative and political action?
